EQUIPMENT RENTAL POLICY  

This document describes the process by which members may rent production equipment from the NB Film Co-op. The support is available to members in good standing. 

The NB Film Co-op also supports the VAMP program and can provide assistance to outside filmmakers of other film co-ops as described in our VAMP Policy document.

What types of fees are charged for equipment access? 

Depending on the type of production, the NB Film Co-op will apply one of the fee levels described below for equipment access: 

Independent Films with cash budgets under $25,000: independent rates

Independent Films with cash budgets over $25,000: commercial rates

Commercial films (Independent Contractor films): commercial rates 

Note:  Independent films always take precedence over commercial (independent contractor) films.

Definition of Independent and Commercial (independent contractor) films 

  I. Independent Film: An independent film is defined as a film in which the filmmaker (copyright holder) has creative control of the project’s script, editing and dissemination. 

  II. Commercial (Independent Contractor) Film: A film in which the filmmaker does not have creative control of the project and/or own the copyright in it. This may include sponsored films, industrials, Government and corporate videos etc. 

Equipment access sharing guidelines

The NB Film Co-op’s mandate is to support the productions of independent filmmakers who have complete creative control of their work. 

As part of the NB Film Co-op’s mandate is to provide production and post-production equipment to maximize human employment potential in the relief of poverty, it is able to offer its members access to its equipment pool for use on commercial films where this usage does not impede its prime purpose of supporting independent productions. In situations where there is a conflict between the use of equipment on an independent film and a commercial project, the NB Film Co-op will provide the equipment to the independent film project first.

Process of renting equipment

In order to book equipment, the member will contact NB Film Co-op staff to determine its availability and to make arrangements for its prep, pickup and return. 

Rental payment is due upon return of equipment. NB Film Co-op insurance will cover usage of equipment during the rental period. Only members may use equipment rented as a condition of the NB Film Co-op’s insurance policy.

How do I access equipment – VAMP Program?  

The NB Film Co-op supports the Visiting Artist Member Program of the Independent Media Arts Alliance. Members of other co-ops will be given independent rates on equipment for their productions if their organization supports the same policy.
