Where will I get crew or cast?  


The NB Film Co-op does not directly provide crew or cast for your film. It can, however, provide a list of members from the NB Film Co-op who are trained and who can help you create your film or video. Although the NB Film Co-op is not responsible for any arrangements made between the film/video maker and the cast and crew of the film or video, we strongly encourage our film/video makers to respect the NB Film Co-op's philosophy with regard to human resources:

1. that you offer a work atmosphere free from harassment and discrimination,   

2. that when film/video makers profit from hard work and talent offered by our local cast and crew, especially NB Film Co-op members that cast and crew be paid a fair wage for their work, 

3. that if film/video makers benefits financially from their film, either in terms of funding or from the selling of their product, that the NB Film Co-op be compensated also.  This should be in the form of the paying of their deferral fees, or in the form of a contribution to the NB Film Co-op to help with the upkeep and management of the  equipment.  

Even if your production is a low-budget film/video and you cannot afford to pay your cast and crew right away, we require the filmmakers to make an agreement with your crew and cast before the production begins as to the value of the work that they will be providing for you on a deferral basis, the credit they will receive on the film/video and, in the case of a deferral agreement, the schedule of payment they will receive in the event that you receive money for broadcast or distribution of your film or video.   

Sample crew and cast memorandum of agreement forms are available to you as an example of what such an agreement should look like. If you want further information about our human resources practices and policies, feel free to contact the NB Film Co-op staff.   

How do I access equipment - member?  

NB Film Co-op equipment can only be used by members. Members using equipment must be fully trained on the equipment they will be using on the film. There are no exceptions to this rule, as it is a restriction necessary to fulfill the requirements of our insurance policy. Advance notice must be given to the staff to book equipment or use facilities.  

Who has the rights to my film?  

Creative control over the final version of the script, the shooting, editorial control and copyright resides with the film/video maker. In the case of the NB Film Co-op workshop films/videos, copyright resides with the NB Film Co-op. We ask that credit be given to the NB Film Co-op recognizing its contribution to the film/video. All revenues generated from the production belongs to the copyright holder, with the understanding that the copyright holder will honour any deferral agreements that have been made.
